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POSSIBLE POLICIES/RATIONALES:





•  Many Federal sites are similar to research universities,


have similar internetwork communication needs to other research institutions.





•  Federal laboratories could easily segregate their “commodity” and “production” traffic from their “research” traffic, using destination addresses initially, and VPN technologies later.





•  Federal networks with substantial traffic destined for gigapop-connected end-sites could directly connect to those gigapops instead of to each end-site.
