Configuring Siemens Optipoint 600 office SIP Phone
· Operations performed on the phone:

1. Connect the power cable to the Siemens IP phone (hereafter referred to as phone). Wait until the phone reboots. Please do not connect the Lan cables to the phone
2. Once the booting process is completed, You will receive a message flashing “No IP address” and “No Network”
3. Use the operating pen (hereafter referred to as Stylus) to navigate in the touch screen menu.
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 to confirm.
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 whenever you want to cancel your settings or go back to your previous/parent directory in the menu.
6. Use Stylus and touch screen to do the following steps.

7. Click upward pointed arrow “Δ”. Then click “Service” menu, then click “Administration” and enter the password as “123456” and click “ok”.
8. Click “Configuration” and then click “Network Settings” and then click “Phone IP address”
9. If you want to assign an IP address via DHCP, then check the “DHCP IP address assignment”. Then click “Save”.
10. The IP address for your phone will be automatically assigned by the DHCP server while the phone reboots. You can ignore from step11 to step 25. Jump to step 26 directly.
11. If you want to configure the IP address manually, uncheck the “DHCP IP address assignment”. Please follow all the steps below.
12. Click in the space provided in the sections “Phone IP address” and “Network Mask” in order to display the cursor.

13. Enter the “Phone IP address” and “Network Mask” as for example 10.10.10.5 and 255.255.255.128 respectively. Use this [image: image8.png]


 as Backspace key and [image: image9.png]


 to move forward from one octet to the other. , use the [image: image10.png]


 key thrice to enter the 

period symbol “.”
14. If you entered a wrong IP address or Mask address, then click “Cancel” and redo the procedure from the step 11 onwards. Else continue saving by clicking “Save”
15. Phone will display a message “Phone will restart on exit from administration”
16. Click “Network access” and then click “Default route” and then click in the space box provided below “Gateway address”
17. Enter the “Gateway address” as for example 10.10.10.1. Use the information provided in the step13 while entering the IP address.

18. Click “Save” after entering the IP address.
19. Phone will display a message “ Phone will restart on exit from administration”
20. click “Domain name Server”
21. Click in the space box provided below “DNS IP address”
22. Enter the IP address as for example 20.20.20.5
23. While entering the IP address, use the [image: image11.png]


 key thrice to enter the 
period symbol “.” 

24. Click in the space box provided below “Secondary DNS IP address”

25. Enter the IP address as for example 20.20.20.6
26. Click in the space box provided below “Domain name”
27. Enter the domain name as for example “sipedu-univ1.tamu.edu”
28. click “Save”
29. Phone will display a message “ Phone will restart on exit from administration”
30. Click “Cancel” and then click “Cancel” and then click “Cancel” and click “Exit”.
31. Phone will restart. While it is booting up, connect the LAN cable to the phone.
32. Switch between “Phone” or “Service” menu by clicking in appropriate tab in the touch screen panel.
33. Click the upward pointed arrow to view the menu.
·  Operations performed on the webpage:

1. Enter the URL of the phone as for example http://10.10.10.5:8085  in a browser. This is the IP address of the phone followed by a colon and 8085.
2. Click the “administrator” link and then click the “administrator settings” link and then click the “System Information” link. If prompted for admin password, supply the admin password  as “123456”
3. In the “Terminal Details:” section, enter the “Terminal number: ##”  and “Terminal  name: name you wish” , For Example “Terminal number: 1” and “Terminal name: siemens1”
4. In the “SIP Details:” section, select the “server” mode for “Sip routing:(selection)”
5. Enter the IP address or the DNS names of the Registrar, the Server and the Gateway. For example 

“Registrar IP address or DNS name:
sipedu-univ1.tamu.edu”
“Server IP address or DNS name:
sipedu-univ1.tamu.edu”
“Gateway IP address or DNS name:
sipedu-univ1.tamu.edu”

6. Leave the “Outbound proxy:” unchecked
7. In the “Default domain name:” enter the domain name. For example, “sipedu-univ1.tamu.edu”
8. Select the “SIP transport (selection): UDP”
9. Enable the session timer by checking the “SIP session timer enabled”
10. Leave the “SIP session timer value:” and “Registration timer value:” to default values. Generally the default value is 3600.
11. Enter realm address against the “SIP realm:” For example, “SIP realm: sipedu-univ1.tamu.edu”
12. Enter “siemenstest” in the “SIP user ID”
13. Enter “siemens” in the “New SIP password” and in the “Confirm SIP password”
14. Click “Submit”
15. Note: You cannot operate using admin privileges in the webpage while logged in as admin in the phone. You will receive a message in your browser as “Sorry, the submission could not be accepted because the terminal does not recognize the requested action”
16. If your changes are accepted successfully, you will observe a message “Restart required” in the touch screen panel.

17. Click “Return to Administration” link and then click “Restart terminal” link in the “Administration” menu.
18. Congratulations, now you are ready to place VoIP calls
